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CM 2010/2011 Priorities 
 

The following 2010/2011 priorities have been  

identified through CMT’s visioning process: 
 

Relationships  Children’s ministry will develop significant and authentic relationships among CMT, staff, 
volunteers, and children and their parents to facilitate the shared goal of helping children develop an au-
thentic and meaningful relationship with God.  This process will begin with teacher training, a parent meet-
ing, and empowering volunteer teachers to set aside class time for age appropriate discussion led by the 
children. We believe that by providing more prayer, encouragement, and support for both parents and CM 
volunteers, we will provide an environment in which children can learn about the love of Jesus through 

their relationships with parents, teachers, and their Sunday school peers. 

Sunday Mornings  9am classes will focus on discipleship, using the Discipleland curriculum. Classes will 
continue to be composed of combined age groups, with the exception of 2nd grade, due to the large num-
ber of students in that class.  We are also discussing how to incorporate doctrine and scripture memoriza-
tion and application in each class so that students will have an understanding of basic Christian beliefs when 
they complete sixth grade.  11am classes will focus on worship, and CMT is currently exploring a curricu-
lum called “Godly Play” for the preschool-2nd graders as well as a separate curriculum for 3rd-6th grade. We 
hope for the opportunity for input from the new director, but need to order curriculum by mid July to al-

low for training. 

Parenting  While we are not a family ministry, we understand that the primary responsibility for raising 
life long disciples belongs to parents. We have students for an hour a week, in which we are able to teach 
them, guide them, and develop relationships with and among them.  We seek to partner with parents in 
nurturing their children’s faith, and specifically plan to equip them to be the primary educators and exam-
ples in their children’s lives. To accomplish this we are developing a working relationship with Adult Ed to 
partner with them in offering regular parenting classes that will encourage parents in their role as spiritual 
teachers for their children.  We will also train volunteer teachers to develop relationships with the children 
in their classes and make connections with parents in order to partner with them in meeting their chil-

dren’s spiritual needs. 

Facility  CMT believes it is crucial to create an environment that is welcoming, inviting, and safe. We want 
children and their families to feel comfortable and secure. We would like visitors to feel comfortable navi-
gating the hallways as they find the appropriate classrooms for their children, meet Sunday school teachers, 
and learn the check-in procedures.  We hope to work with the Building and Grounds and Security teams 
to develop effective emergency plans before the start of the 2010 school year. We will also evaluate our 
routine security systems to ensure that families feel confident leaving their children in our care. We 
strongly believe that the facilities used for Children’s Ministry should be inviting and inspire curiosity and 
reverence for God in the children who come each Sunday.  We look forward to exploring new ways of 
making the Sunday school environment more comfortable and engaging for the children who walk through 

our doors. We envision a facility that children are eager to come to and that families want to be a part of. 

Cooperation Among Ministries  CMT believes we need to promote communication and cooperation 
with other ministry teams. Specifically we want to collaborate with the nursery and student ministry teams 
to foster smooth transitions and consistent expectations for the students in our church family. To do this 
we have begun studying Think Orange by Reggie Joiner, along with the nursery and youth teams, to help us 
consider how we can foster an environment that addresses the needs of the whole family. We will cooper-
ate with other ministries in order to work together toward our common goal of making Christ known. We 
can do this by participating in outreach events, church wide programs, and, in the future, programs during 

weekday evening studies.
