God interjected purpose into church leadership in 2009 through a process called LeaderShift.  Core 
church leaders were re-introduced to gift-based ministry and a system of leadership where people are 
being faithful, bearing fruit, experiencing fulfillment and making God Famous.  This approach to ministry 
will lay a stronger foundation for developing and equipping a new leadership base at NCPC.

While the parking lot begins to 
fill once again, much work remains.  Your Session is engaged in asking the tough questions that will take

That is a good 
thing.  Change is a good thing.  While I have no clear direction from God about retirement, I will one day 
be called to my next adventure in ministry.  To ignore the transition would prove to be foolish for us all.  
Churches with strong volunteer leadership tend to attract not only hungry  non-believers and new     
families, but also strong pastors.  I will work hard to be the best pastor I can possibly be for Christ and 
for you as long as I am directed by God to do so.   

When all is said and done we are a church with gifted resources, growing faith and a compassionate

This team began an upgrade, including new paint and technology added to the new Club 56 

room. 

We also sought to improve communication with other ministries and were able to work with many 

teams to coordinate a fall outreach called Kingdom Kickoff.  This event was well attended by NCPC   

families as well as community families.
